The band's history

lament was founded by three guys
from Bad Lausick: Sebastian Sollner,
Dirk Rotzsch and Marko Polster. The
band‘s name is based on a song by
“The Cure” that strongly influenced
them at the time. Soon, they wrote
songs for their first demo album zhe
test tracks, including “last dance of
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summer”, “away” and “treachery”.

Already a year after the formation of
lament, they were invited to the 7th
“Wave-Gotik-Treffen” that took place
in Haus Leipzig. This was their most
important performance so far.In 1998,
the second demo album zhe stranger
was produced. Sebastian Sollner, the
band‘s musical and artistic head, re-
corded all songs in their former place
to jam. The songs became more me-

lancholy and lugubrious.

End of 1999 Christian Friedrich au-

ditioned to become drummer and re-
placed the drum computer henceforth.
'This made the live sound appear more
compact and lively. In this compositi-
on, lament played at several festivals
with bands like “Letzte Instanz”, “Die
Art” and “Keimzeit”.
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After the gig at the 9th “Wave-Gotik-
Treffen”, Marco Polster left the band.
In 2001, Clemens Kostmann replaced
him and played the bass henceforth.
At that time, they produced new ideas
for songs like “winter”, “me”, “cornered
between lines”, “time off” and “brea-
the”. End of 2003 lament decided to
go to the studio and produce and re-

cord the last dance of summer EP.
After a gig during the event “black

christmas” in Moritzbastei, Leipzig
that was tape-recorded and later used
as bootleg for their fans, Christian
Kiihne took over the bass while Cle-
mens assumed the guitar. With these
members, lament applied 2006 for the
most popular and biggest new comer
contest of the world: Emergenza.

After having won all local contests,
lament went to Berlin to participa-
te in the northeast finals being the
best performer of Saxony. At “Post-
bahnhof Berlin”, they competed with
all bands from Berlin as well as the
best band from Hamburg. The jury
decided in favour of lament and
sent them as winner to the world fi-
nals that take place in the course of
the “Taubertal-Festival” every year.
lament finished 15th there and per-
formed strongly when it comes to
individual results such as “third best
song”, “third best singer” and “best
acoustic guitar player”.

In 2007 the album breathe — produced
in cooperation with the sound engi-
neer Joachim Theiss — was released
the 28th of April in the UT Conne-
witz Leipzig. This event was filmed by
6 cameras and supported by 25 crew
members and 500 fans.

Lead-managed by director Sven Ki-
lian, a 90 minute concert DVD was
produced, containing the video clip
you that was produced shortly after.
In this video clip, lament were sup-
ported by Kiki, the female singer of
the band “Yoomiii”.

In the middle of 2007, Dirk Rotzsch
left the band. lament was then tou-
ring through Germany supporting
“Letzte Instanz” from Dresden and
giving several other support acts such
as for “Philip Boa”, “Jennifer Ros-
tock” and “White Lies”. lament ap-
plied for MTV Rookie in 2008 with
you, being one of more than 750 par-
ticipants and they won.

In 2009, the band signed a record

deal with Universal Music. In octo-

ber 30th, the single last dance of sum-

mer was released on the new label.
